SunSmart Sun Protection Policy

At Stoberry Park School we want staff and pupils to enjoy the sun safely. We will work with staff, pupils and parents to achieve this through:

EDUCATION 
• All pupils receive regular information from their class teacher about the importance of being safe in the sun.

• We talk about how to be SunSmart in assemblies at the start of the summer term.

• At the beginning of every Summer Term, parents are sent a letter explaining what the school is doing about sun protection and how they can help. There are reminders on class noticeboards and in newsletters.  Letters regarding school trips in the summer term always request pupils are sent with sun hats and sun cream.

• All staff, including lunchtime supervisors, are given reminders at the beginning of the summer term of the school policy and how to apply it.

PROTECTION 
Shade:

• We are lucky to have lots of trees on site which provide shady areas throughout the day.  Pupils are encouraged to use this shade where possible during break times and outdoor lessons.

• Reception children benefit from a canopy in their outdoor play area

•  New seating areas have been planned to incorporate shade e.g. find out house, quiet areas, friendship area

Clothing:

• The school has a sun hat as part of uniform or parents can provide their own hats.  Parents are regularly reminded to send children to school with hats and children are regularly reminded by staff to wear them during break times and outdoor lessons.

Sunscreen:

• Parents and pupils are encouraged to apply sun screen before arrival at school in the morning and should bring a named bottle of sun cream with them to reapply during the day.  Staff are not permitted to apply sun cream but can supervise the children doing so.

• Sunscreen use is encouraged on school trips and parents will be reminded in trip letters to provide hats and cream.

• Risk assessments for off site activities include a consideration of sun protection.
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Other suggestions from sunsmart for consideration:

· Breaktimes adjusted to avoid 11-3 time slot eg morning break brought forward

· Staff encouraged to set an example by wearing hats outside at breaktime and in PE lessons

· School supply of suncream for school trips for use with pupils who forget their own

· Sun hats are included on the PE kit list, they can be kept in school in PE bags so that they are always available
